MERVYN 

Buh what the fuck boy.  

Me and your brother have an understanding. 

 

(Mervyn picks up the cooler and starts walking away to go clean the fish.) 

 

SHARKY

MERVYN 

Boy doh fuck around with me.  

That doesn’t concern you. 

 

SHARKY  

I just sayin especially with your brother disappearing... 

 

Mervyn clenches his jaw.  

 

MERVYN  

Keep him out your mouth. 

 

SHARKY 

It’s cool you hadda do what you hadda do.  

People don’t have to know.
